Eternal reward or punishment

Multitudes who sleep in the dust of the
earth will awake: some to everlasting life,
others to shame and everlasting contempt.

(Daniel 12:2)

They will go away to eternal punishment, but
the righteous to eternal life. (Matt 25:406)

Those who have done good will rise to live,
and those who have done evil will rise to be
condemned. (John 5:28-29)




Eternal punishment

See, the Lord is coming with fire, and his
chariots are like a whirlwind; he will bring
down his anger with fury, and his rebuke
with flames of fire. (Isaiah 66:15)

The Son of Man will send out his angels,
and they will weed out of his kingdom
everything that causes sin and all who do
evil. They will throw them into the fiery
furnace, where there will be weeping and
gnashing of teeth.
